Meet one of our first year families to WBA, the Hodges: Ken, Kristen, Hardin (4th grade) and little
brothers Peyton and Carson. Ken is lobbyist for a local company and Kristen is a stay at home mom
with lots of artistic talent.

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What is your favorite thing about WBA? "God. While God is alive and at work in public schools,
many seek to deny or explain away our Creators existence. However, at WBA there is a loving
embrace between God, the students and the school.”

How did your family choose WBA? "Prayer, Christian counsel and evaluation. Through seeking
God’s guidance, we found peace in enrolling Hardin at WBA. It was very comforting having strong
Christian friends who were actively engaged in the WBA community who provided a positive
testimony. We were also very impressed with the level of work WBA students achieve."

Watching the kids use their God
given talents and passion for life in their performances, and seeing the love and pride of parents
and friends in the audience was awesome. Watching our daughter move across the stage like a
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graceful butterfly was an incredible blessing.”
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
